PLANNING & DEVELOPMENT

Planning & Development Update

Every month the Planning and Development Com-
mittee receives a number of applications for new
developments or land use amendments in our commu-
nity. These applications are discussed among the Com-
mittee members and our comments are then shared
with the respective file manager with the City of Cal-
gary. Below please find a selection of applications that
we received recently:

For those who attended the community check-in on
June 9 of this year, you would be aware of the plans for
a multi-residential development on 17 Avenue SW,
immediately to the west of Rouleauville Square. Since
the initial plans were presented to us, some chang-
es have been proposed. Instead of two towers, the
Applicant is proposing one 13-storey tower, with 156
units (studio suites and 2-bedroom units), as well as
commercial use on the main floor. The Applicant has
tried to reflect some of our concerns, particularly in
relation to massing and the interaction of the build-
ing with St. Mary Cathedral and Rouleauville Square,
by turning the tower slightly away from the Cathedral
to maximize sightlines (coming down 1 Street SW),
allowing for generous landscaping between the build-
ing and Rouleauville Square (beyond required set-
backs), and proposing some verticality in the building
design consistent with the Cathedral. In terms of mate-
riality, the Applicant is proposing a brick podium, and
white-coated aluminum panels for the tower. Since the
changes were presented to us, the CBMCA has had the
chance to provide comments on the updated plans.
We appreciate the Applicant’s efforts to address some
of our concerns, but believe the development could be
further enhanced by:

Use of “terracing” (i.e. a series of steps away from the
Cathedral) as opposed to the rectangular block style,
as an opportunity to respect the significance of the
Cathedral;

Use of cladding that harmonizes better with the heri-
tage character of buildings in the immediate proxim-
ity (e.g. buff colour as opposed to white panels), as an
opportunity to clearly mark its location as the gateway
to the Cathedral District; and

Greater transparency towards the park, by incorporat-
ing windows in the podium facing the park (as opposed
to a brick wall).

It is understood that the City’s Planning Authority is
supportive of the latter two concerns, and has included
conditions as such.

Much is happening on the sites around Rouleauville
Square. A land use amendment has been put forward
for the site directly on the east side of Rouleauville
Square (currently La Chaumiere). The land use amend-
ment has been proposed to accommodate an approxi-
mately 10-storey, 122 unit (senior) assisted living devel-
opment. The land use amendment includes a change in
FAR (from 3 to 5.5), a change in zoning (from C-COR2
to M-H3) and a reduction in height (from 46 meters to
38 meters). To help demystify some of this jargon, the
change in FAR (Floor Area Ratio) effectively means that
the Applicant can build more gross floor area (i.e. great-
er density) on the same parcel of land. The change in
zoning means that the land will be re-designated from
commercial use to a residential use, which means that
the Applicant is not tied to the requirement to allow for
at least 20% commercial use of the gross floor area. Fol-
lowing our initial conversations with the Applicant and
the City’s Planning Authority, we have provided a num-
ber of observations (consistent with the development
on the west side of Rouleauville Square). We do note
that some of these observations do not directly relate
to a land use amendment, but we encouraged the City
Planning Authority to take these aspects into consider-
ation on a going forward basis:

Use of “terracing” (i.e. a series of steps away from the Ca-
thedral) as opposed to the rectangular block style, as an
opportunity to respect the significance of the Cathedral;

Use of cladding that harmonizes with the heritage char-
acter of buildings in the immediate proximity (e.g. use
of brick / stone, use of colours consistent with the Ca-
thedral District, window detailing), as an opportunity to
clearly mark its location as the gateway to the Cathedral
District;

Use of articulation in the tower design (e.g. through use
of different materials, a series of subtle step backs, bal-
conies, transparency, landscaping), to soften the build-
ing’s appearance on the Rouleauville park side and en-
hance the park experience; and

Adequate “activation” of this building (e.g. through
commercial uses, active uses on the main floor, sub-
stantial transparency towards the street / park, public
amenities on the main floor) would represent an oppor-
tunity to extend vibrancy and gear pedestrian traffic to
17 Avenue east of the site.

We are currently awaiting a response from the Applicant
and the Planning Authority. We will keep the commu-
nity updated as the application progresses.

A new freestanding sign (C-Class) is proposed on the
Holy Cross Centre site, to replace the current sign at

the main entrance (2 Street SW). The proposed sign is
25.4 feet high and 9 feet wide, has multi-coloured pan-
els and is back-lit illuminated. Unfortunately, the plans
were not circulated to the CBMCA by virtue of the type
of permit. Therefore, our only opportunity to comment
was through an appeal. Despite our sympathy for the
HCC tenants that are looking for better means of iden-
tifying their businesses, the CBMCA felt an appeal was
necessary, due to the sign dimensions (in our opinion,
the sign size does not fit the residential context), the
design (multi-coloured panels present the risk that the
sign has a highly commercial appearance) and illumina-
tion (possible light pollution for neighbouring proper-
ties). Following our appeal, the SDAB has included one
condition in the approval, which relates to illumination.
The sign may only be illuminated between 7am and
8pm. No further conditions were included, by virtue
of the proposed sign being compliant with the District
Control and the Land Use Bylaw.

Do You Know How Designation as an Historic
Resource Gould Affect Your Property Values?

Several academic studies report on the impact of historic designation on property values in Canada and in the United

States. Their conclusions may surprise you!

Single designated houses, or those which have gifted their heritage value or development rights to a Trust or the gov-
ernment, have seen their property values decline by 30%. That tells us that the development rights of a property are
worth, on average, one third of the appraised value of the property. While in the US you would get a tax receipt for the
gift for the value of the property, in Canada you get nothing!

In five years of designation, heritage properties increase more rapidly in value than non-heritage real estate. Over time,
these properties can regain their value, particularly if there are other designated properties in the neighbourhood.

In the United States, heritage properties within a heritage conservation area are generally listed at 26% higher than
similar properties outside the heritage area. In the US, vacant land within a heritage area generally sells at a 131%
premium.

The conclusion: For the highest increase in value on your heritage property, fight to have a historic district with a
certain density of heritage housing. Which neighbourhoods in Calgary do you think would secure the greatest increase
as a result of the preservation of heritage housing? Many of the successful US conservation districts, while supported
by generous renovation tax credits, are run by community trusts. Cliff Bungalow - Mission has a high density of incred-
ible heritage homes. Perhaps it's time to explore options.

Editor’s note — Frits Pannekoek is well known in heritage circles in the Province of Alberta. He is also a resident of our
community. This is the third of a series of short articles to help you understand the challenges as well as the opportunities in
recognizing and preserving our rich heritage.

CBE Legacy Award | Manmeet Singh Bhullar

The Calgary Board of Education Board of Trustees presented
the CBE Legacy Award posthumously to Manmeet Singh
Bhullar on Nov. 29, 2017. The CBE Legacy Award celebrates
public education in Calgary and the individuals who have
contributed to our communities. In every corner of the city,
across the country and beyond, our alumni have made a
lasting impact.

Manmeet Bhullar attended Chief Justice Milvain School and
Annie Gale School and graduated from Lester B. Pearson
High School. During his time as a student, Manmeet was an
active member of his school communities and an enthusiastic
student athlete.

Elected MLA for the northeast constituency of Calgary-
Montrose in 2008, he was the youngest member to be
elected to Alberta’s 27th legislature.

Between 2008 and 2015, Manmeet served in a number
of different roles, including parliamentary assistant to the
Minister of Advanced Education and Technology, parlia-
mentary assistant to Municipal Affairs, Minister of Service
Alberta, Minister of Human Services and Minister of Infra-
structure.

He was a passionate advocate for youth, justice and edu-
cation. In a speech given in 2008, Bhullar said, “I want to
inspire young people in my constituency. | want to inspire
a generation of young people, and if | can inspire just one
of them to get a postsecondary education, | will have done
my job.”

Earlier this year, the CBE announced that the new school
under construction in Martindale would be named in
Bhullar’s honor.

Manmeet Bhullar served our communities with his energy,
his passion and his whole heart. He modeled for our stu-
dents one of the four CBE Results — Citizenship.

Causes and Treatment Options

Chronic foot pain is no fun, and can spoil your
enjoyment of life. One of the most common causes
of pain in the feet, affecting nearly two million peo-
ple yearly, is plantar fasciitis, an inflammation of the
plantar fascia ligament that connects the heel bone
(calcaneous) and the toes. This ligament is composed
of fibrous bands of tissue, and runs along the entire
bottom of the foot supporting 26 bones, 33 joints, 107
ligaments and 19 tendons and muscles during standing
and movement. Plantar fascia may become inflamed
when tiny tears occur in these delicate tissues.

The most common symptom of planar fasciitis is a
burning or aching pain on the bottom of the foot in
the mornings, often near the heel. The pain tends to
decrease with activity, but may recur after periods of
walking or standing. Half of people diagnosed with
plantar fasciitis say that their pain is constant; 90% say
that it hurts when they press on the area around the
heel.

There are many potential causes of plantar fasciitis.
Overuse during exercise or physical activity is one of the
most common, and athletes who run, jump, or perform
other repetitive movements that put pressure on the
feet are prone to this condition. It may also be caused
or aggravated by arthritis and diabetes, especially in the
elderly. Wearing the wrong shoes or shoes with little
or no arch support or cushioning can put strain on the
tendons and, over time, cause plantar fasciitis
symptoms. Improper footwear is even more likely to be
a cause if you have flat feet, high arches, overpronation,
or underpronation.

A Treeis aLong Term Plan
By Nancy Tice

William Pearce, an early Calgary pioneer, was a land
surveyor with a keen interest in trees. Pearce envisioned
transforming Calgary’s stark prairie landscape into a city
of trees. The first documented public boulevard tree
planting took place along Atlantic Avenue in Inglewood
under his direction in 1895. Back then it cost a grand to-
tal of $12 to plant 80 trees.

Early pioneer families often arrived in Calgary with a
living memory of home tucked in with their belongings.
Many a hardy rose or lilac cutting survived the jour-
ney west poked into a potato, waiting for the chance
to take root in unfamiliar soil. Fragrant shrubs such as
lilacs were planted near porches and entry doors, a
tradition which remains visible in Cliff Bungalow - Mis-
sion today. In 1899, Manitoba maples were imported to
Calgary from Brandon and made available to residents
yearning for shade from the prairie’s hot summer
sunshine. In 1905, the CPR brought in spruce trees from
the mountains and sold them for ten cents each. The
greening of Calgary had begun.

Public boulevard tree planting closely followed the
desire of residents to enhance their own private prop-
erties with trees, shrubs and gardens. William Reader,
Superintendent of Parks from 1913 to 1942, made an
enormous impact on Calgary’s landscape. He initiated
the installation of formalized boulevards planted with
trees, and designed or improved most of the parks in
what we now refer to as the inner-city. By late 1914,
boulevards in Mission had been planted with trees, and
boulevard planting in Cliff Bungalow was partially com-
plete.

Archival files contain several letters from irate Mission
homeowners of that era already demanding replace-
ment trees for those damaged by horse-drawn wagons,
sewer installation, and other construction activities
- sound familiar? Except for the horse-drawn wagons,
some things never change. Regardless of the fate of
individual trees, the traditional boulevard planting

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pattern had been established and still endures today.
And a surprising number of the original boulevard trees
have thrived for nearly a century in an increasingly
urbanized environment.

The Alberta Heritage Tree Foundation hopes to gently re-
mind us that trees share our history. The Foundation be-
gan to request nominations for (non-statutory) provincial
heritage tree status in 2006, and heritage tree plaques
began to appear in Calgary in late 2007. There are several
in Cliff Bungalow - Mission. Both neighbourhoods are still
graced by lovely trees and some of them date to William
Reader’s original boulevard plantings of 1914-1915.

When you notice a plaque, take a moment to consider
the importance of trees in our lives, and think kindly of
the people who planted them. Arborists who just plain
love trees will often say the best time to plant a tree was
yesterday. The sooner a tree is planted, the sooner it will-
begin to provide the many well-documented benefits ac-
cruing to a community from mature tree canopy. Every
magnificent tree was once a frail sapling, and 99-year-old
trees are mere teenagers in the world of treedom.

Our public boulevard trees are threatened by petty van-
dalism, careless driving, frenetic redevelopment activi-
ties, and life cycle issues - aging public trees are removed
when they become structurally unsound. The key to re-
taining the grand tradition of tree-lined streets and av-
enues within Cliff Bungalow - Mission lies in ensuring that
replacement trees are provided, and that healthy trees
are treated with respect, nurtured, and protected from
damage.

A tree is a long term plan and the best time to begin to
show appreciation and respect for the urban forest was
yesterday. If you re already concerned about the future
of the urban forest in Cliff Bungalow - Mission it's not a
moment too soon to hug a tree, plant a tree, report vio-
lations of the public tree protection bylaw, join a neigh-
bourhood stewardship initiative, and make your sure
Ward 8 Councillor knows you're in favour of tree-lined
streetscapes.

Closer to home, it was my honour to be able to an-
nounce $1.8 million to the Canadian Alliance to End
Homelessness. This grant will be used by this local,
Calgary-based organization to train workers in 42 com-
munities across Canada in the Housing First program.
It's one part of the plan to work on this important file.

In the last decade there has been a growing gap in what
we've done for Canadians struggling with homelessness.

One such example is the terms and conditions of
the Homelessness Partnering Strategy that have not
evolved at the same pace as need since 1999. Budget
2016 invested an additional $111.8 million in the Strat-
egy to help homeless Canadians find stable housing.
This investment will provide more resources to tackle
homelessness, and increase support for vulnerable
groups.

Fundamentally, this government intends on re-
establishing federal leadership in housing. The federal
government is taking steps to create better housing
outcomes for all Canadians. To give Canadians greater
access to affordable housing, Budget 2016 increased
the Government's investment in affordable housing by
$ 2.3 billion over two years. This funding is in addition
to annual federal investments of close to $2.3 billion
toward pre-existing housing program commitments —
creating critical, long-term investments that will better
our country moving forward.

In addition, our National Housing Strategy, which
will cover the entire housing continuum, including
homelessness, will be launching in 2017. The strategy
will provide stakeholders with an inclusive long term
framework which will ensure stability and predictability
for our housing partners. Again, | invite you to give a
gander at www.LetsTalkHousing.ca as Minister Duclos
continues in his good work.

We believe that there is a role for government and one
that is active in supporting Canadians. | am proud of
the work of our government and am inspired by the
tireless dedication that non-profits, non-profit staff, and
regular Canadians put into making our country a better
place for all.

Assessment - Customer Review Period

your assessment, ensure that the factual information that is
on record for your property is right. This can mean that the
square footage is correct, that any listed additions or reno-
vations have been properly marked, etc. Also, make sure
that it seems to be a reasonable estimate of market value
(for property) as of July 1 of the previous year. And, that it is
equitable compared to similar properties or premises.

The Customer Review Period runs from January 5 - March
